Till the world
exists, Gandhiji’s ideology
will light the path of
humanity.” Referring to the
Kapur Commission consti-
tuted in 1966 to hold an
inquiry into the conspiracy
behind the Gandhiji’s assas-
sination, which had exoner-
ated the Rashtriya
Swayamsevak Sangh (RSS)

from any involvement in
Gandhi’s assassination,
Pillai said that not a single
copy of the report could be
found in the country.
Gandhiji was assassinated
on January 30, 1948, while
he was heading for multi-
faith prayer meeting.

A one-man commission
consisting of Jivanlal Kapur,
judge of the Supreme Court,
was appointed to conduct
the inquiry on November
21, 1966. To assist the com-
mission, G N Vaidya was
appointed by the
Government of
Maharashtra and K S
Chawla, Barrister-at-Law
was appointed for
Government of India.

Supreme Court's five-judge
Constitution bench on
Tuesday reserved its judge-
ment on the batch of pleas
challenging the validity of
Centre's August 2019 decision
to scrap J&K's special status
and bifurcating it to Union
Territories.

The five-judge Constitution
bench, led by Chief Justice of
India (CJI) Dr Dhananjaya
Yeshwant Chandrachud
reserved its verdict after hear-
ing 16 days of arguments and
submissions from petitioners,
respondents -- Centre and oth-
ers -- on the issue. The four
other judges in the Five-judge
Constitution bench of the
Supreme Court, besides the CJI
heading it, were Justices Sanjiv
Khanna, Sanjay Kishan Kaul, B
R Gavai and Surya Kant, heard
the arguments from parties.

The Solicitor General (SG)
Tushar Mehta, senior law offi-
cer representing the Union of
India (UOI) had told the Apex
Court that the government is
always for national integra-
tion. He said that he is not on

elections and politics. I am on
national integration. "People's
betterment is being taken care
with this," Mehta said.
Defending the Centre's August
5, 2019 decision to abrogate
Article 370, the SG said that in
2020 for the first time in
decades local body elections
took place. No hartal, no stone-
pelting, no curfew. "New hotels
are being built. Everyone has
benefited from the decision,"
Mehta had told the Apex Court.
He further had told the SC that
youth, which used to be
employed by terror groups,

inimical to India, are
employed gainfully now.
"These policy considerations
(by the Centre) which decided
the reorganisation was cor-
rect or not. The blue print
ensured what was done so
that jammu and kashmir
returns to normalcy," Mehta
said and defended the abroga-
tion of Article 370.

Om the other hand, peti-
tioners who had moved the
Supreme Court opposed the
abrogation of Article 370 and
argued that it was not for bet-
terment of people of J&k and it

should be quashed.
Senior Advocate V Giri, for

one of the Petitioners, argued
that Article 370 carved out an
area for Jammu and Kashmir
which was not 'in sync' with
the general federal features of
the Constitution for the rest of
the country 8 hours ago.

While Kashmir has gone
through some tough times in
history, with the abrogation of
Article 370 it feels like
Kashmir has been exiled from
itself. Recent events, like the
communication blackout, have
confined Kashmiris to their
homes, a lawyer for one of the
petitioners argued. The peti-
tioners argued that Article 370
acted as a vital "bridge"
between the state of Jammu
and Kashmir and India; its
removal would equate to sev-
ering that connection.

During his visit to Sujanpur
Constituency of Hamirpur
district today, Chief Minister
Thakur Sukhvinder Singh
Sukhu inspected the dam-
ages caused by the
unprecedented rains and
landslides and took stock of
relief and rehabilitation
works. In view of the heavy
devastation at other places
including Utpur and Kakkar,
the Chief Minister directed
the district administration
to declare them as disaster-
affected areas. The Chief
Minister, after talking to the
affected families, assured
them of all possible help and
said that the government
would take adequate meas-
ures to assist them from its
own resources and they
should be rest assured of it.

Sukhu said that the
state government has
announced a special relief
package, wherein provision

has been made to provide
ten times enhanced com-
pensation to the affected.
Earlier, the relief amount of
Rs.12,500 was given for
partial damage to the pucca
houses and Rs.10,000 for
partial damage to the
kutcha houses. But in view
of the loss caused due to
natural calamity, the gov-
ernment has increased it to

one lakh rupees. He said
that earlier the shops and
dhabas used to get financial
assistance of only Rs 10,000
in lieu of goods as compen-
sation for the damage
caused, which has now
been increased ten times, to
rupees one lakh.  According
to the new provisions,
financial assistance of Rs
55,000 per animal is being

given on the death of milch
animals like cow and buffa-
lo and financial assistance
on the death of sheep and
goat has been increased
from Rs 4000 to Rs 6000.
He said that after the decla-
ration of disaster affected
area, the affected families
living here would be provid-
ed relief amount according
to this special package.

Rashtrapati Bhavan has
sent out an invite for a G20
dinner on September 9 in
the name of 'President of
Bharat' instead of the usual
'President of India," he said
in a post on X. The Congress
leader further added that,
"Now, Article 1 of the
Constitution can read:
“Bharat, that was India,

shall be a Union of States.”
But now even this “Union of
States” is under assault.
Meanwhile the officials say
this is the first change of
India's nomenclature for
any official event. The term
"Bharat" is also in the
Constitution, officials point-
ed out. "India, that is
Bharat, shall be a Union of
States," it says in Article 1 of
the Constitution. The G20
Summit is being held in the
National Capital from
September 9 to 10 under
India’s presidency and sev-

eral heads of state from
across the world, will be
attending the event.
Congress General Secretary
KC Venugopal alleged that
the saffron party was creat-
ing a rift between Indians
and Bharatiyas. “This is
petty politics because they
are scared of INDIA. Try
what you will, Modi ji.
Judega Bharat, Jeetega
INDIA!,” he said. Senior RJD
MP Manoj K Jha said he
never thought that the gov-
ernment and the BJP would
be troubled.

To honour a fallen national
hero, a stretch of a highway
in the US state of California
has been named after 33-
year-old Indian-origin
police officer Ronil Singh
who was shot and killed by
an illegal immigrant in
2018. The stretch of
Highway 33 in Newman
was dedicated on Saturday
to Singh from the Newman
Police Department, the
Modesto Bee newspaper
reported. Signage proclaim-
ing the “Corporal Ronil
Singh Memorial Highway”
stands at Highway 33 and
Stuhr Road. Singh, a native
of Fiji joined the force in
July 2011. A suspected
drunk driver fatally shot
him on December 26, 2018.
A three-day manhunt led to
his killer, Paulo Virgen
Mendoza, being apprehend-
ed at a relative’s house in
Kern County. He pleaded
guilty in November 2020 to
Singh’s murder and was
sentenced to life in prison
without the possibility of
parole. A ceremony to
unveil the sign was held fol-
lowing the community’s
Tunnel to Towers 5K walk
and run. Singh’s wife,

Anamika, their son, Arnav,
who was just 5 months old
when his father was killed,
and other family members
were at the event. They
were joined by his Newman
Police Department col-
leagues and officials includ-
ing county Supervisor
Channce Condit, state
Senator Marie Alvarado-Gil,
US Representative John
Duarte and Assemblyman
Juan Alanis. Messages writ-
ten on the back of the sign
included Arnav’s, which
reads “Love you Papa.”
"Today the community
came together to honour
the memory of Cpl. Ronil
Singh, who was tragically
killed in the line of duty in
December 2018. The
memorial highway sign was

unveiled today and will be
displayed on Highway 33
and Stuhr Road," Alanis
posted on X. "I was hon-
oured to pay my respects to
my former law enforcement
colleague, and may his
memory live on forever," he
said. The California
Department of
Transportation also posted
on X, "Today, #Caltrans
joined the community
members, friends and fami-
ly of Cpl. Ronil Singh to ded-
icate a highway memorial in
his name on State Route 33
through the @cityof
Newman. In September
2019, the Assembly
Transportation Committee
passed a resolution for the
Corporal Ronil Singh
Memorial Highway.

India has strongly rejected
comments by UN experts on
Manipur, terming them
“unwarranted, presumptive
and misleading” and assert-
ing that situation in the
Northeast state is peaceful.

In the note verbale
issued on Monday to the
Special Procedures Branch
of the Office of the High
Commissioner for Human
Rights, the Indian mission
underscored that the situa-
tion in Manipur was peace-
ful and stable and the Indian
government was committed
to taking requisite steps to
maintain peace and stability.
"The Government is also
committed to protecting the
human rights of the people
of India, including the peo-
ple of Manipur,” it said. “The
Permanent Mission of India
completely rejects the news
release as it is not only
unwarranted, presumptive
and misleading but also
betrays a complete lack of
understanding on the situa-
tion in Manipur and the
steps taken by Government
of India to address it,” said
the Permanent Mission of
India to the United Nations

Office and other
International Organizations
in Geneva. India’s response
came after a group of UN
experts raised alarm about
reports of “serious human
rights violations and abus-
es” in Manipur, including
alleged acts of sexual vio-
lence, extrajudicial killings,
home destruction, forced
displacement, torture and
ill-treatment.

Rejecting the news
release by the Special
Procedure Mandate Holders
(SPMH) titled ‘India: UN
experts alarmed by continu-
ing abuses in Manipur’, the
Permanent Mission of India
expressed disappointment
and surprise that the
SPMHs chose to issue the
press release without wait-

ing for the 60 days period
for the Indian government
to respond to a joint com-
munication issued on the
same topic on August 29,
2023.

The Indian mission
expressed hope that in the
future, the SPMH would be
“more objective” in their
assessment, based on the
facts. It hoped that the
SPMH would “refrain from
commenting on the devel-
opments, which have no
relevance to the mandate
given to them by the
Council and abide by the
established procedure for
issuing news releases and
wait for inputs sought from
the Government of India
before doing so.” The Indian
mission reiterated.

Joe Biden takes shot at Donald Trump on
jobs in battleground Pennsylvania

When Greenpeace activists
draped Prime Minister
Rishi Sunak’s baronial
country house in black fab-
ric last month to protest his
energy policies, public reac-
tion focused on the trou-
bling lapse in security. But
on another level, the stunt
showed that Sunak’s brand
of hard-edge politics was
hitting home in Britain.

Greenpeace said it was
outraged by the govern-
ment’s decision to issue
new licenses for oil explo-
ration in the North Sea —
part of a retreat on climate
policy that is edging Britain
away from its ambitious
commitments to phase out
fossil fuels. Sunak, who was
out of the country at the
time, won sympathy from
many who said the tactics of
the activists had got out of
control. Climate policy is
one of several fronts where
Britain’s beleaguered
Conservative government is

drawing sharp lines on
emotive issues, hoping to
set itself apart from the
Opposition Labour Party,
which, after years of Tory
scandals and economic set-
backs, has built a double-
digit lead in polls and now
increasingly behaves like a
government in waiting.
Over a politically fractious

summer, the Tory govern-
ment has gone after
London’s Labour mayor,
Sadiq Khan, for his expan-
sion of a low-emission zone
for vehicles. It herded asy-
lum-seekers onto a barge
docked on the southwest
coast of England. And it has
showcased itself as the
party of law and order, with

Sunak frowning at a fear-
some-looking knife used in
a street crime during a visit
to a London police station.

“It’s part of their strate-
gy to provoke outrage,” said
Tom Burke, a one-time gov-
ernment adviser who is the
chairman of E3G, an envi-
ronmental think tank. “You
provoke outrage to reas-

sure your base. It’s exactly
the strategy Trump is pur-
suing in the US.” “You’re
also,” he said, “setting a trap
for Labour.” In the case of
climate policy, Burke said
the Opposition party had
walked into the trap. A
messy internal squabble
over the low-emission zone
broke out between Khan
and the Labour leader, Keir
Starmer after Labour lost a
byelection — a special elec-
tion for a vacant parliamen-
tary seat — in the London
suburb of Uxbridge in July.
The Conservatives turned
the mayor’s plan into a
weapon against Labour,
pointing out that it would
penalise owners of older,
more polluting vehicles.
Emboldened by the
Uxbridge victory, the
Conservatives set out to
paint Labour as the enemy
of car owners. Sunak
ordered a review of what he
called “anti-motorist” poli-
cies across Britain; an out-
of-touch Labour Party.

US President Joe Biden took
shots at his likely 2024 rival,
former President Donald
Trump, on Monday in a
Labour Day speech aimed
at shoring up support in a
state he needs to win next
year to retain the White
House. 

A self-described cham-
pion of labour unions, Biden
addressed union workers in
Philadelphia as he sought to
explain his economic poli-
cies to a public worried
about the economy, despite
easing inflation and low
unemployment levels. “It
wasn’t that long ago we
were losing jobs in this
country,” Biden said ahead
of a parade marking the US
Labour Day holiday. “In fact,
the guy who held this job
before me was just one of
two presidents in history
who left office with fewer
jobs in America than when
he got elected.”

Economic issues are
likely to play a critical role in
the 2024 presidential race,
a likely rematch between
Biden and Trump. A
Reuters/Ipsos poll last
month showed that the
economy, unemployment
and jobs remained
Americans’ top concern. A
full 60 per cent of
Americans, including one in
three Democrats, said they
disapproved of Biden’s han-

dling of inflation, according
to the poll. Republicans say
that Democratic policies

helped spark the rise in
prices, making Americans
pay more for rent, groceries

and petrol under Biden’s
watch. The Fed has raised
rates by 5.25 percentage
points since March 2022
and the 30-year mortgage
rate now stands above 7 per
cent. 

Biden played up his
record of job creation dur-
ing his administration and
took a dig at Trump, saying
jobs were being shipped to
China under the Republican
President and Trump’s
presidency saw jobs shrink
in America. Some of the
workers shouted “Four
more years” as the
President came to the stage.

Rishi Sunak embraces
divisive politics in UK

Ukrainian defence minister
Oleksii Reznikov submitted
his resignation on Monday
in the biggest shake-up of
the defence establishment
in 18 months of war with
Russia. Reznikov has been
at the forefront of Kyiv’s
lobbying for western
weapons to fight
Russia’s invasion,
but his departure
after months of
corruption allega-
tions against his
ministry is not
expected to have a
big impact on mili-
tary operations.

P r e s i d e n t
V o l o d y m y r
Zelensky said on Sunday he
was sacking Reznikov and
proposed Rustem Umerov,
a Crimean Tatar and ex-law-
maker who runs the State
Property Fund, to replace
him. Reznikov, who took
office in 2021, has helped
Kyiv secure billions of dol-
lars worth of western mili-
tary aid since Russia’s inva-
sion in February 2022.

Ukraine has received
weapons including German
battle tanks, US HIMARS
rocket launchers and
British Storm Shadow
cruise missiles to push back
Russian forces, and is
poised to receive US F-16
fighter jets soon.

“Reznikov did an amaz-
ing job building up a rela-
tionship with other minis-

ters and other ministries,”
Andriy Zagorodnyuk,
defence minister from
2019-20, told Reuters. “It
saved the country because
he was the owner of the
process of arranging the
shipments of weapons and
so on.” A three-month-old
counteroffensive against
Russian forces in the south

and east has been criticised
by some western officials
for making slow progress,
but Reznikov was not seen
as involved in day-to-day
military operations.
Reznikov, a 57-year-old for-
mer lawyer, was not impli-
cated personally by corrup-
tion allegations levelled by
Ukrainian media at the
defence ministry, most
notably over procurement.
But the accusations
prompted calls for him to
be fired, and Reznikov por-
trayed himself as the victim
of a smear campaign
Zelensky has said he has a
zero-tolerance line on cor-
ruption as Kyiv tries to
advance its bid to join the
EU and show it is enforcing
on the rule of law.

Chinese nationals, some-
times posing as tourists,
have accessed military
bases and sensitive sites in
the US as many as 100
times in recent years, the
Wall Street Journal report-
ed on Sunday, citing US offi-
cials who described the
incidents as potential espi-
onage threats.

The defence depart-
ment, FBI and other agen-
cies held a review last year
to try to limit these inci-
dents that involved gate-
crashers because of their
attempts to get into US mili-
tary bases without proper
authorisation, the WSJ

report said. The gatecrash-
ers ranged from Chinese
nationals found crossing
into a US missile range in
New Mexico to scuba divers
swimming in murky waters
near a US government rock-
et launch site in Florida,
according to the report.
The incidents that occurred
in rural areas where there
is little tourism typically
involved Chinese nationals
who were pressed into
service and required to
report back to the Chinese
government, the report
added, citing officials famil-
iar with the practice.
